Alternatively, the document can be printed in its blank form and completed by hand (use a pen with dark ink) or with a typewriter. Instructions to complete this form on your computer

Fill-in text fields/boxes:  To enter text, click the cursor on the shaded box. If the space provided is not sufficient for your response, type “See attached” and attach a separate page.

To move to the next question or text box:  Press Tab.

To check boxes:  Click on the box or tab to it and press enter. 

To enter the name of the committee:  There are five text boxes, one for each of the four committee categories and a blank box:  1) Standing Committee List, 2) Section Executive Committee List, 3) Special and Legal Specialization Committee List, 4) Other Entities List, including the ABA House of Delegates, Judicial Council, and the Commission on Judicial Nominees Evaluation (JNE).  The last box is blank; if you do not see the committee name on the other lists in the other four boxes, use this box to enter the committee name.

Click on or tab to the text boxes to view the list of committees. Click on the name of the committee to which you are applying.  If you make a mistake, click the blank space at the top of the category.

Note:  Spell-check is not an available option for this fill-in form. You can, however, paste spell-checked text from another document into the appropriate text field. Click on the field and paste the text either using the keyboard short-cut (Control+V) or by right-clicking the mouse and selecting the paste option.

Filing

Once the application is completed, print the original, sign and date it, and follow the filing instructions at the end of this application.  Also, include your statement as to why you want to serve on the committee, your resume, and any letters of recommendation (maximum three). Letters of recommendation are helpful but not required.  All letters of recommendation must be submitted to the Appointments Office. If more than maximum of three are submitted, only the first three will be included in the application. Do not submit writing samples or copies of books or publications.

Letters of Recommendation:  Letters are helpful but not required. You may submit a maximum of three (3) letters of recommendation.  It is preferred that letters of recommendation be attached to the application, but they may be submitted separately. All letters of recommendation must be submitted to the Appointments Office in the State Bar’s San Francisco office. If more than three letters of recommendation are submitted, only the first three will be included in the application.
ABA House of Delegates:  In your statement of interest for the ABA House of Delegates, please describe your ABA activities and the contributions you have made to the organization in the past two years. ABA terms begin at the close of the ABA Annual Meeting in 2011 (Aug. 9, 2011).
Commission on Judicial Nominees Evaluation (JNE):  Lawyer applicants must be State Bar

members in good standing and in active practice.  In your statement of interest for the JNE 

Commission (see above), please describe why you are interested in the commission, any experience you have with interviewing professional applicants, and your ability to make the time commitment and attend a mandatory Orientation meeting scheduled Friday-Saturday in January or February 2012, A letter of recommendation, especially from an employer, is helpful. JNE terms begin February 1, 2012.
